Speech by Dr Petar Radan 26™ January 2009

Today we celebrate the 60™ anniversary of the establishment of the first Serbian Orthodox Church parish in
Australia. It was entirely appropriate that the Serbs who gathered at Warriewood on 26 February 1949 to establish
the parish did so in the name of St Sava. That subsequently six other parishes and the two principal monasteries of
the Serbian Orthodox Church in Australia, as well as many other community organizations, were also named after
St Sava comes as no surprise to anyone familiar with the life and work of Serbia’s most famous and important son.

Born with the name Rastko as the youngest son of the founder of the medieval Serbian Nemnajic dynasty, St Sava’s
crowning achievement was in establishing, in 1219, the organizational independence of the Serbian Church within
the broader Eastern Orthodox Church. This achievement was of profound importance. Firstly, it brought stability to
the religious situation within Medieval Serbia and enabled St Sava to give a national character to the Church. This
was done by developing Serbian born and speaking clergy to take positions of leadership within the church,
especially as diocesan bishops and, of course, as Archbishop of the Serbian Church. Furthermore, the establishment
of the Serbian Orthodox Church also dramatically increased the international status and prestige of the emerging
Serbian state and undoubtedly contributed to its later pivotal role and influence in European affairs, especially under
the reign of Emperor Dusan the Mighty in the middle of the 14th century. It was also the Church that kept alive the
flame of Serbian national consciousness and identity during the centuries’ long occupation of Serbia at the hand of
the Ottoman Turkish Empire. Furthermore, St Sava’s codification of Byzantine law for the practical needs of the
Serbian Church became the foundation of Serbian ecclesiastical and civil legislation. The impact of this codification
was felt well beyond Serbia’s borders because it also became the basic constitution of the Bulgarian and Russian
Orthodox Churches.

St Sava’s achievement in securing the status of the Serbian Church within the broader Eastern Orthodox Church
would of itself have ensured him the extraordinary position that he rightfully has in the history of the Serbian people
and their church. However, remembering him only for that reason would obscure his profound contributions as a
diplomat, administrator, patron of the arts, writer and teacher. In a short speech such as this one, time precludes any
detailed account of his work in these areas. In this respect let me conclude by reciting the words of Dimitri
Obolonesky, one of the greatest Byzantine scholars of the twentieth century, who in his important historical study
on the life and work of St Sava wrote the following:

‘The Serbian Orthodox Church regards [St Sava] as the greatest of her sons. His compatriots have
sometimes extolled him as the creator of all that is valuable in the national tradition of the Serbs; an
attitude that has not always been free of romantic nationalism. Yet the historian seeking to encompass
the extraordinary variety of his life-work — as prince, monk, bishop, pilgrim, diplomat, administrator,
patron of the arts, writer and teacher of his people — can hardly fail to conclude that in the Greek and
Slav world of East European Middle Ages, it was not given to many, in a life-span of sixty years, to
achieve so much.’
