EUROFEST: Once again Eurofest, North Sydney’s
own festival of traditional European culture, was
staged in Frenchs Forest. Many European cultures
were there — each with their own costumes, singing,
dancing, and cuisine.

With their dancing and singing they attracted
hundreds towards the stage. Then the stage itself
proved too small, as the crowds thronged in response
to our folklore teacher’s invitation to join our youth in
dance.

Once again, our Serbian community from the northern
beaches has shown great style and effort in promoting
our culture. But perhaps most importantly, our children
could see that there are qualities of Serbian culture that
few other of the world’s people possess. Thanks to all
those who helped make our stand so successful and
popular again this year.
